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EOC Hosts First FAFSA Day in Yadkinville

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The Educational Opportu-
nity Center hosted FAFSA
Day for the first time at the
Yadkin Center of Surry
> # Atddhtunity College on
February 212009. The
event was sponsored by the
North Carolina State Edu-
cation Assistance Authority,
a division of College Foun-
dation of North Carolina.
FAFSA Day was held at 65
locations across North
Carolina to assist high
school seniors, their par-
ents, and others in com-
pleting the Free Application
for Financial Aid (FAFSA).
The FAFSA is required for
consideraiion in ak federal
and most state grants for
financial aid.
Across the state, more than
750 professionals volun-
teered to assist over 4,500
students submit their
FAFSA, a twenty five per-
cent increase over last year.
Twenty-one FAFSA applica-
tions were submitted dur-

ing the event at Yadkinville
that lasted from 9 am to 12
noon. Each student com-
pleted their own FAFSA
online based on their earn-
ings in 2008. EOC staff,
Financial Aid staff, and vol-
unteers assisted students
with any questions or prob-
lems. FAFSA applications
are processed by the U. S.
Department of
Education and
the results are
sent to a maxi-
mum of ten
colleges of the
OOO0AAT O
choice. The
financial aid
office at these
institutions
uses this infor-
mation to de-
velop a finan-
cial aid award. For qualify-
ing students this may in-
clude the Pell Grant, Fed-
eral Work Study, Stafford
Loans, North Carolina In-
centive Grants and many
others.

During the months of Feb-
ruary and March, the EOC
held three FAFSA days in
Davie County. Potential
students and their families
had the opportunity to fill
out their Free Application
or Federal Student Aid or
FAFSA with the assistance
of EOC staff. The dates
were held on Saturdays for
the convenience of full-time
employees and students
still in high school.

To those who have never
submitted information elec-
tronically, filling out the
FAFSA can be a little con-
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fusing. The workshops cre-
ated an atmosphere of com-
fort and convenience. Stu-
dents were able to work
side by side with others.
The EOC was able to help
them with questions as they
were going through the
process. They appreciated
one-on-one help in person
as opposed to making tele-
phone calls or waiting for
someone to call back.
While students were in at-
tendance, EOC made sure
that all students had com-
pleted an admission appli-
cation to the colleges of
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Adult Degree Program. Sa-
lem College is a private four
year liberal arts college af-
filiated with the Moravian
Church in America and is
located in Winston -Salem.
The Fleer Center for Adult
Education accepts men and
women ages 23 and up. De-
gree programs include: Ac-
counting, American Stud-
